CARBON MONOXIDE: The carboxyhemoglobin (COHb) saturation is determined by spectrophotometry
with a 10% cut off and confirmed by chromatography.

Normal blood cyanide concentrations
are less than 0.15 ug/mL, while lethal concentrations are greater than 3 ug/mL.
