From 2018 to July 2023 (*this is the 5-year range with available data as of October 19, 2023), there have 
been 22 fatalities to roadway workers.  The breakdown is:

8. In each calendar year since the rule's publication in February of 2020, has FRA completed its two-
phase annual analysis to identify railroads with inadequate safety performance?


Given the potential impacts on small businesses that might be required to comply with Part 271, 
FRA elected to develop guidance prior to making any inadequate safety performance (ISP) 
determinations.  FRA worked with the American Short Line and Regional Railroad Association 
(ASLRRA) to develop an RRP template, which was published in 2023.  FRA has now initiated the 
ISP determination process by conducting the quantitative assessment, and will shortly be 
notifying railroads identified that they may have inadequate safety performance. 


a. If so, please share any findings related to MassDOT and the HRRC, including: Did the
quantitative review identify the HRRC for further analysis based on the October 2020
employee fatality? Was HRRC notified by FRA of a qualitative assessment? What were
the results of the qualitative assessment? What was FRA’s final determination on the
HRRC’s safety performance?


FRA has not officially completed the analysis yet.
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b. If not, why was this analysis not performed on an annual basis as outlined in Part 271
Section 13: Determination of inadequate safety performance? When does FRA plan to
complete its first annual analysis? Does FRA plan to complete this analysis on an annual
basis going forward? If FRA had performed the first phase, the quantitative analysis,
would the HRRC have been identified as possibly having an inadequate safety
performance in this phase?


FRA is in the process of conducting the first ISP determination process. This analysis
includes all Class 2 and Class 3 railroad fatalities for the period of January 1, 2020 to
December 31 2022. FRA will complete the evaluation 90 days after notifying railroads
that they may have ISP, most likely in January, 2024.


9. If FRA determines a railroad like HRRC has inadequate safety performance during the second phase
analysis, what does the FRA require of the railroad? What are the goals of these requirements?


If FRA determines a railroad demonstrates inadequate safety performance following the 
qualitative assessment, the railroad must comply fully with all requirements of FRA’s 271 
Risk Reduction Program rule, the goals of which are established in sec. 271.1 and further 
explained in the preamble to the RRP final rule published on February 18, 2020 (85 FR 
9262). 


10. As it was reported to the FRA, will the August 4, 2023, contract employee fatality be included in the
quantitative analysis of HRRC conducted in future years?


The answer to this question depends on whether FRA, after completing both the quantitative 
analysis and the qualitative assessment, determines that a railroad has demonstrated ISP.  If yes, 
that railroad is removed from the pool of railroads analyzed for ISP during any subsequent year 
in which they are required to comply with the rule.  If a railroad is not determined to have ISP 
this year, then contract employee (and other) fatalities occurring in CY 23 on that railroad will be 
included in the next quantitative assessment, which would include data from January 1, 2021 
through December 31, 2023.

Below are FRA’s official responses to # 4, 5, and 6.  By my count, that just leaves us with #11
outstanding, is that correct?
 
4. FRA’s General Manual includes “General Inspection Principles”, specifically, “…Plan inspections
based on criteria such as compliance history and accident or incident data, as well as less
measurable criteria such as experience of employees and supervisors, compliance attitude, and
safety culture…”  49 CFR Part 209 - Railroad Safety Enforcement Procedures, includes two
appendices: Appendix A to Part 209—Statement of Agency Policy Concerning Enforcement of the
Federal Railroad Safety Laws and Appendix C to Part 209—FRA's Policy Statement Concerning Small
Entities.  These describe FRA’s enforcement policies and the specifics to address the unique nature
of small entities in the imposition of civil penalties and resolution of those assessments 
 
Specific to the Track and Structures Division, FRA track inspectors plan their inspection calendars to
maximize effective inspection coverage of track assets in their assigned territories.  Many factors are
weighed to create a schedule,  such as, but not limited to, FRA’s Asset Inventory of Railroads and
Shippers (AIRS), ATIP Data, historical inspection and violation data, FRA’s Territory Optimization
Planning System (TOPS), district specialist and leadership input, freight tonnage, speed, hazmat,
passenger service, population density, special trackwork, crossings, historic derailment and injury
performance, railroad capital programs and maintenance work, local inspector knowledge, focus
inspections, FRA audits, public concerns, and railroad employee concerns.  Inspectors’ schedules are
reviewed by FRA district specialists and leadership and monitored throughout the year.  There is not
a separate process to determine short line railroad inspection frequency.  Additionally, there is no
guidance specific to short lines when considering civil penalties.
 
5. Generally, contractors are not analyzed separately from the host railroad, see answer to #4 above.
 
6. FRA’s current reporting requirements do not generally require contractors to report number of
employees or work hours.  While FRA has some data regarding the number of railroad contracting
companies and the number of employees from the 49 CFR 219 reporting requirements that relate to
FRA’s alcohol and drug testing requirements (including FRA-approved railroad random testing
programs that must enumerate the railroad employees subject to random testing), the nature of the
data does not lend itself to computing the requested statistics.  Depending on the specific job title/
craft, FRA could report the number of employees, but no data is collected on work hours or hours of
service, so no “rate” could be calculated.  Certain commuter and passenger railroads that are
operated by contractors such as Keolis, Herzog, and Bombardier are regularly audited by the Part







219 Program for compliance.   Generally, FRA reviews the safety performance of the railroad,
including any contractors on that property, to determine whether additional oversight is necessary. 
Incidents at small maintenance-of-way contractors are episodic and fortunately don’t occur with the
frequency required for statistical significance.

Brief History of Part 243 Background 


FRA's resources on this subject are available on the agency's public website by clicking here.2      


FRA’s Office of Railroad Safety’s (RRS) Safety Partnerships Division (SPD) leads FRA on Part 
243 compliance issues and works closely with other divisions within FRA's Office of Railroad 
Safety to ensure compliance with Part 243.  SPD is staffed by four employees: a Staff Director 
and three Human Performance Specialists.   


To maintain consistent enforcement, only designated FRA personnel with instructional design 
experience and Master Trainer accreditation or similar academic credentials are involved in 
reviewing and approving training plans; that generally describes SPD.   


Audits directed by the RRS Audit Management Division (AMD) utilize other divisions within 
RRS to focus on areas within their domain of expertise.  For example, SPD focuses on Part 243.    


Including SPD and AMD, other FRA personnel, including FRA's inspectors, have the authority 
to request copies of training records to ascertain the qualification status of any safety-related 
railroad employee. 


The Part 243 Compliance Guide provides guidance to the regulated community and FRA 
employees.

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Although this regulation was effective January 6, 2015, employers had training program 
submission requirements in 2020 and 2021, and refresher training completion requirements do 
not come due until the end of 2024 and 2025. Because there are a large number of small 
employers (railroads and contractors) who have expressed difficulty understanding the 
requirements, FRA has expended significant resources providing outreach to the industry at in-
person conferences across the country to ensure employers properly understand how to adhere to 
the Part 243 requirements. This outreach also included several webinars directed at the contractor 
and short line communities.  


FRA's Responses to NTSB Q11(a) through (d) 


“How does FRA ensure compliance with Part 243? Specifically, how does FRA ensure 
employers, including short line railroads and railroad contractors,  


(a) have a compliant program;” 
 


Part 243 program reviews are under the purview and direction of SPD.  See Program Review 
Checklist Manual.3   


Training plans were required to be implemented and submitted within the timelines described in 
§ 243.101(a) as described below, 


“§ 243.101 Employer program required. 


(a)  


(1) Effective January 1, 2020, each Class I railroad, and each intercity or commuter 
passenger railroad conducting operations subject to this part with 400,000 total employee 
work hours annually or more, shall submit, adopt, and comply with a training program for 
its safety-related railroad employees.  


(2) Effective May 1, 2021, each employer conducting operations subject to this part not 
covered by paragraph (a)(1) of this section shall submit, adopt, and comply with a training 
program for its safety-related railroad employees.” 


Each employer, as well as every training organization or learning institution, is required to 
submit their plans. To process those submissions, FRA created a website called the Railroad 
Safety Portal – also known as the Part 243 Portal. Each employer submits their training plans 
into this portal. FRA is notified whenever a new document or any changes are made in the 
portal.4  FRA then reviews the documents and either approves them or informs the employer of

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the specific deficiencies.  Once the submission is approved by FRA, the database automatically 
generates an approval notice that is sent via email to the point of contact listed in the program. 


It is also important to note, railroad and railroad contractor submissions (employers) are 
considered approved upon submission. Employers may implement training programs upon 
submission.  However, if FRA finds non-compliance with the training plan, employers have 90 
days to remediate the non-compliance.  Training organizations and learning institutes require 
FRA approval prior to implementation.  


FRA will review all portal submissions and use this same process with short lines railroads and 
contractors when submissions are received to ensure all entities have a compliant training 
program. 


To date, FRA has reviewed and approved over 5,000 training plan submissions from railroads, 
railroad contractors, and training organizations/learning institutions. FRA continues to process 
training plan submissions on an ongoing basis.   


“...(b) adhere to that program;” 


In addition to reviewing the submissions, FRA has conducted on-site training program reviews 
for six Class I railroads (BNSF, CN, CSX, NS, UP and Amtrak) in which FRA observed delivery 
of the training.  FRA observed various types of formal training, which mainly included 
classroom and on-the-job training (OJT), or other types of training that included job-related 
practice and practice-related feedback sessions.   


SPD has been involved with several Class I audits performed by AMD and assisted other FRA 
disciplines in focused inspections on both Class I railroads and short line railroads.   


“...(c) monitor the effectiveness of their program;” 


FRA's ability to monitor the effectiveness of employer programs underpart 243 was impacted by 
the COVID-19 pandemic, especially in 2020 and 2021.   


Beginning in 2022, SPD monitored the effectiveness of over a dozen Part 243 programs, 
primarily on Class I and Class II railroads—including two commuter railroads. 


In 2022, SPD delivered training to all FRA’s safety inspectors and specialists on their role in 
reviewing training and qualification records during their regular inspections.  This training is 
expected to significantly increase the number of FRA field personnel that can ensure compliance 
and monitor the effectiveness of each railroad's program.  The periodic oversight requirements 
were also covered in this internal-FRA training with specific discussions regarding how FRA's 
inspectors could monitor a railroad's or a railroad contractor's periodic oversight program. 
During the training, SPD requested that FRA's inspectors and specialists bring to SPD’s attention 
certain issues that would indicate an employer is not appropriately monitoring the effectiveness 
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of its program. Some examples of issues that FRA's field personnel bring to SPD's attention 
include if (1) a safety-related railroad employee is found improperly performing tests or 
inspections, (2) an FRA accident/incident investigation identifies training or qualification 
deficiencies are contributing causes, or (3) FRA finds evidence of a system-wide problem, 
especially one that does not comply with Federal regulations or the employer's training program. 


(d) provide proper oversight tests and inspections of their program 


This answer is in addition to the previous response. 


FRA created a job aid for all employers, but specifically with contractors in mind, to help them 
develop a compliant oversight program. FRA held several webinars and attended several 
conferences broadcasting this job aid. This job aid was sent to the National Railroad 
Construction and Maintenance Association (NRC), which represents most rail contractors 
covered by Part 243. This job aid can be found on the FRA Public Website found here.  


“After adopting an approved plan or program, how often does FRA audit or inspect Part 243 
training plans, including on short line railroads and contractors? Please share any 
documentation, plans, guidance, or other instructions to FRA employees regarding how and 
when to evaluate compliance with Part 243. (Originally requested August 24, 2023, as item 
number 6. Additional clarity added)” 


In FRA's view, Part 243 is still a new regulation because initial compliance dates were in 2020 
and 2021, and refresher training is not required to be completed until the end of 2024 and 2025. 
Further, FRA published an NPRM5 and is still working to complete a final rule to address 
concerns raised by the shortline and contractor associations on various aspects of the rule. For 
these reasons, SPD has prioritized reviewing and approving the over 5,000 submissions and 
answering numerous questions, as well as spending a week or more at six of the largest railroads 
training facilities and providing significant on-the-spot feedback.   


After completing a training facility visit with the remaining Class I railroad (CPKC, which FRA 
deferred largely because of the merger in April 2023), FRA plans to start initiating training 
facility visits at each of the major commuter railroads. FRA will start monitoring the major 
commuter railroads' training facilities beginning in 2024. The next step after that for SPD would 
be to focus on any other major stakeholder, such as short line railroads, contractors, or other 
entities of concern. 


While SPD continues with those Part 243-centered visits/audits, other divisions of RRS will be 
inspecting and auditing in ways that will support enforcement and oversight of Part 243 
compliance. For instance, system audits are managed by AMD and Part 243 compliance is 
included in system audits. SPD expects these system audits will generally focus on certain

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requirements such as compliance with § 243.101(d)(3), § 243.201, § 243.109 (d)(i) (if 
applicable), § 243.205, § 243.207, and § 243.209 (if applicable). As mentioned above, FRA's 
inspectors and specialists are expected to play a significant role in identifying safety-related 
railroad employees with performance gaps in applying Federal regulations in connection with 
assigned duties, as well as other factors such as identifying any training weaknesses through 
accident/incident investigations, review of operational test failures, or through the investigation 
of concerns raised by railroad employees. SPD expects to maintain close coordination with the 
engagement by these other FRA divisions, which, for example, might lead SPD to reexamine 
previously approved training plans.  


Attached for additional reference is a summary of FRA’s inspection data related to Part 243 for 
calendar years 2020 through 2023.   


 


NTSB’s Questions related to 49 CFR Part 225 and Railroad Contractors: 


1. Does FRA have data regarding the number of railroad contracting companies and the number 
of employees or employee work-hours of these railroad contractors?  FRA does not 
maintain a comprehensive set of data relating to railroad contracting companies.  
However, if there are questions about a specific contractor, FRA can search its records 
for what responsive information may be available.     
 


2. Is the FRA able to compute incident, injury, accident, or fatality rates amongst railroad 
contractor employees similar to how it is calculated for direct railroad employees?  No. 
 


3. Can the FRA determine such incident rates for railroad contractors specifically performing 
roadway worker activities?  No, not in a meaningful way that separates such rates for 
contractors from the employing railroads, based on current data collection and 
reporting.  
a. If so, how do the accident/incident rates of railroad contractors and contract employees 


compare to those of railroads and railroad employees? Some commuter railroad 
operations are primarily operated by contractors, which allows for such analysis.  In 
those cases, FRA can use the railroad accident/incident rates and compare them to 
other groups.  For example, MBTA is about 99% contractor operated, which would 
allow a comparison.  But not all railroads, even among commuter railroads, have 
the same rate of contractors, so comparisons are difficult. 


b. If the FRA cannot calculate incident rates for contract employees, how does FRA 
determine if a railroad contractor has a safety performance that would lead to the FRA 
performing additional oversight or recommending civil penalties? In general, FRA 
relies on the knowledge and discretion of its field personnel to oversee the safety of 
railroad operations that employ contractors.  FRA field personnel may recommend 
issuance of defects or civil penalties against railroads or their contractors, or both.    
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Note that although FRA does not maintain a comprehensive set of data related to railroad 
contractors and contractor employees, FRA’s safety oversight focuses on regulated entities’ 
compliance with all applicable Federal rail safety requirements.  Contractors, when 
performing functions subject to those requirements, are required to comply with those 
requirements to the same extent as railroads.

However, the relationship between MassDOT and Housatonic 
is unique, and FRA will be working with both railroads moving forward to determine each 
railroad’s responsibility under different regulations . 


 
2. Is MassDOT considered a ‘railroad’ or ‘railroad contractor’ under FRA regulations, such 


as Parts 214, 225, 243, or other CFR parts? 
 
Because MassDOT is a track owner, it is considered a railroad. 
 
 


3. Regarding this accident, was the fatality properly reported to FRA? If not, please 
provide any additional relevant details you may have. 


 


The fatality has not yet been reported, per 49 CFR Part 225 requirements.  While MassDOT and 
Housatonic are both considered railroads, Housatonic, as the operating railroad, has been reporting 
injuries/fatalities on this line.  However, since MassDOT hired the contractor in this case, MassDOT is 
responsible for reporting this accident.  FRA is currently working with MassDOT to ensure MassDOT 
properly reports this accident under Part 225.

As you are aware, the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) is investigating
the August 4, 2023, Middlesex Corporation (MC) contract employee fatality. The fatal
incident occurred on the Housatonic Railroad’s (HRRC) Berkshire line, owned by the
Massachusetts Department of Transportation (MassDOT), when an MC machine operator
struck and killed an employee working on the ground.


As part of this investigation, the NTSB asks for the Federal Railroad
Administration’s (FRA) responses to the inquiries below to gather facts about FRA’s
programs to ensure safety and compliance with various regulations.


Regarding FRA’s previous compliance oversight activities and actions:

1. Reports of FRA inspections completed on the Housatonic Railroad between
10/14/2017 and 8/3/2023.


2. Reports of FRA inspections completed for the Middlesex Corporation for the last
five years: between 8/1/2018 and 8/3/2023.


3. Other reports of specific actions taken concerning Housatonic Railroad and
Middlesex Corporation, such as compliance agreements, official memorandums,
etc. for the same periods outlined above.


4. A description of and associated documentation of short line specific programs at
FRA, including any programs or guidance that inform the frequency and/or nature
of inspections and enforcement actions on short line railroads.


5. A description of and associated documentation of programs at FRA specific to
railroad maintenance and construction contractors, including any programs or
guidance that inform the frequency and/or nature of inspections and enforcement
actions of such companies.


6. Documentation or description of how FRA ensures compliance for 49 CFR Part
243, specifically for short line railroads and track maintenance/construction
contractors.

Thank you, Karl. We appreciate the written responses and the commitment to timely
responses to our subsequent questions.


The follow-ups we have for the FRA are below:


In the operations surrounding this accident (RRD23FR015) on the Housatonic Railroad
(HRRC), Middlesex Corporation was contracted directly by the Massachusetts Department
of Transportation (MassDOT) to perform track work on the Berkshire Line. This line was
previously owned by HRRC, and sold to MassDOT, who now owns the track, with the
Housatonic Railroad continuing freight operations on the line. We want to ensure our
proper understanding of the applicability of the relevant FRA regulations to each of these
three entities: HRRC, Middlesex, and MassDOT.


1. Is Middlesex Corporation considered a railroad contractor or contractor to a
railroad for the purposes of Parts 214, 225, 243, and other CFR parts?


a. If yes, which entity is considered the ‘railroad’ regarding the regulations that
put requirements on a railroad utilizing contractors? Is that entity the same for
all FRA regulations?


i. (Example 1: Part 243.209 requires railroads to maintain a list of
contractors utilized; who must keep this list: MassDOT or the
Housatonic Railroad? Example 2: Part 225 requires railroads to
report injuries/fatalities that occur to railroad contractors to the FRA;
which entity was required to report this fatality?)


2. Is MassDOT considered a ‘railroad’ or ‘railroad contractor’ under FRA regulations,
such as Parts 214, 225, 243, or other CFR parts?


3. Regarding this accident, was the fatality properly reported to FRA? If not, please
provide any additional relevant details you may have.


I believe these are the final questions for the FRA from NTSB’s investigative team
regarding this accident. Thank you for your continued support of the investigation.

FRA Team,


I do have an additional follow-up request. The NTSB is attempting to quantify the number
of railroad contractor employees in the industry. We have learned that Part 219 -
CONTROL OF ALCOHOL AND DRUG USE requires the submission to FRA of (1) testing
plans for certain contractors and (2) annual reports to FRA by a certain subset of those
contractors.


1. NTSB requests that FRA provide data on the number of testing plans submitted to
FRA by railroad contractors. If the data are not easily filtered by contractor
employers, and the total number of plans received and an estimate of how many
are contractor employers is readily available, that will be sufficient.


2. NTSB requests data on the number of employees working for those contractors that
are required to submit annual reports to FRA. If the data can be readily broken
down by covered employees, MOW employees, and MECH employees, please do
so.


NTSB is aware that the requested data will not provide an exact count of all railroad
contractor employees, but we believe it will help provide an order of magnitude of the
number of these employees in the industry and that will meet our needs at this time.


After reviewing this request, please let us know when we can reasonably expect a
response.


Please do not hesitate to contact me with any questions or concerns you may have or to
discuss alternative manners which may more easily help us quantify the number of
railroad contractor employees in the industry.
